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Cause 1: Help People in Africa avoid death and extreme debilitation

Program List: 
· Equip AIDS Clinics: AIDS clinics, hospitals and hospices provide counseling, free testing, as well as providing life-saving antiretroviral drugs for HIV patients. The hospice gives patients an opportunity to spend their last months in a dignified way. Global Action has received enough donated medical equipment for two AIDS facilities in Africa. 
· HIV/AIDS Education for Youth in Africa: Partnering with schools in Kenya to hold seminars on HIV/AIDS for high school youth.  This is part of their health and nutrition training.  The education includes:  What is AIDS, its impact on Kenya, how is it contracted, how is it spread, how to prevent the spread of the disease, the importance of abstinence and the right to say no to sex (for young girls).  
· Feed AIDS Widows and Orphans: Many AIDS widows, often infected with HIV, struggle to provide food and shelter for their children and other AIDS orphans that they raise. Weekly program furnishes nutritious meals, basic food supplies for the week and counseling. Goats and bees provided also supply needed income for the families.
· Training of Care-givers and Counselors for HIV/AIDS Patients and Children in Africa:   
Training for domestic workers (ayahs) will include skill development and attitude awareness for counseling and caring for HIV/AIDS patients in their homes and within their communities. Ayahs are either school dropouts or formerly abused children; most are girls between 15 and 28 years old, with no skills or way to provide for themselves.
Featured Program: 
A. Description of Feature Program
HIV/AIDS clinics and hospitals promote and provide free testing for the HIV virus. In addition, counseling is given to promote a healthy lifestyle. A major health and socio-economic challenge for the entire continent, more than 5.5 million individuals are infected with HIV/AIDS
. More than 12 million children orphaned due to AIDS live in Sub-Saharan Africa. By 2010, predictions assert that approximately 15.7 million children will become AIDS orphans. 
 In addition, children with HIV-infected parents often experience many negative changes in their lives and suffer neglect long before they are orphaned. Furthermore, a parental loss to AIDS often has serious consequences for a child’s basic necessities of shelter, food, clothing, health and education.                                                                                                         
Free nutritional counseling is given to those who have contracted the HIV virus, so that parents—especially women, are able to maintain a strong immune system.  This counseling, coupled with HIV/AIDS antiretroviral medicine enables mothers and fathers to continue to care for their children. These same children can often face death and debilitation themselves after a parent’s untimely death to AIDS. With antiretroviral drug treatment, HIV-positive people can maintain their health and often lead relatively normal lives.                                                                                                                                                     
Many of the AIDS patients are treated at Chris Hani Baragwanath Hospital, the world’s largest with over 3200 beds. Yet what is clear from studies done on HIV/AIDS in South Africa is that this is an exceptionally severe pandemic. This epidemic affects all parts of the population, though women are more likely to be infected than men. 
 

The brunt of HIV-associated mortality is expected to occur within this decade, and as a result, millions of children will lose parents to AIDS. This devastating disease has left communities with the tremendous burden of caring for HIV/AIDS patients and orphaned children. Inadequately supplied facilities, and lack of equipment to provide the most basic care, make it impossible to attend to even a small portion of those infected with the disease. 

Women of Global Action has joined with a network of women across Africa, the Pan African Christian Women Alliance (PACWA) to place medical apparatus in existing clinics, hospitals and hospices, many which often lack essential equipment. The delivery of hospital beds, portable toilets and walkers—to name a few items, will enable AIDS patients an opportunity to spend their last months in a dignified manner. 
Global Action has received enough donated medical equipment for two AIDS hospices in Africa. The equipment needs to be packed in containers and shipped from Sweden. The value of the medical equipment in each container is approximately $300,000. Without funding for packing, shipping, and handling, as well as in-country transportation costs, this vital medical equipment is unable to be transported to the thousands who desperately need to receive medical care. 
B. Projected Budget 

· Each container of shipped medical equipment costs $21,994. This amount covers clearing and handling, as well as in-country transportation costs.
· Counseling provided for HIV/AIDS patients as well as AIDS education: $3,508.
· Antiretroviral medicine and physician/assistants: already funded through other source.

Total required: $25,502.
C. Monitoring and evaluation of featured program 
PACWA leaders will be the liaison between Global Action and the clinic, hospital, and hospice personnel and administrator. Evaluation of the effectiveness of the program can be seen by those affected with HIV living productive lives and caring for their children. 

Counseling on healthy lifestyles, and education for young adults, has decreased the spread of AIDS. Medical equipment already sent to other areas has transformed lives of those receiving assistant and care—some for the first time. 

In addition, PACWA leaders and volunteers in conjunction with medical personnel, evaluate the success of the provided assistance on a quarterly basis, and provide an annual report to involved partners. There is also an evaluation report compiled at a six-month and yearly period which is sent to partners. Evaluation is essential to the on-going success of the program. 


The ability to provide essential life-saving medical equipment without cost to areas so much in need is a gift that needs no evaluation.

In summary, the availability of free testing, counseling, and vital antiretroviral medicine has changed lives of many who had lost hope. For those with AIDS, hospices have taken the burden of caring for ill parents off of young children and allowed the parent to dig with dignity. 
D: Other Support for Featured Program  
The Women of Global Action and PACWA have also joined hands to respond directly to those who are infected—or who have been affected, by HIV/AIDS. This network involves thousands of women across Africa who are responding to the dire needs faced by their country.  They are committed to assisting communities and families in developing their human resources to address their own problems, using community-based initiators.

Since its inception, this network has assisted women’s groups across Africa to respond to the needs of their communities.  This includes, but is not limited to:
· Community-based, income generating activities to help the poor, 

· Educating Africans about the ills of Female Genital Mutilation (FMG), 

· Initiating a study on the effects of domestic violence, 

· Training activities for young women as ayahs—domestic workers in homes touched by HIV/AIDS.
A key initiative in this decade is to train domestic workers to better address the families’ needs in the face of HIV/AIDS.   Training will include skill development and attitude awareness for counseling and caring for HIV/AIDS patients in their homes and within their communities.  We believe this home-based care system will have a huge impact on the Africa nations.

This training will enable domestic workers to serve as home care providers and counselors for HIV patients in at least three cities in the countries of Botswana, Madagascar, Liberia, Uganda and Kenya.  It will also demonstrate a practical response to the HIV/AIDS crisis in Africa.
