WaterPartners’ Ethiopia Impact Study

2004 - 2006

Background: WaterPartners conducted a pre-program baseline survey of the Asgam region in order to determine current water and sanitation needs, and also to serve as survey baseline. WaterPartners conducted a follow-up survey after the water project was completed. Evaluation is a key component of WaterPartners’ projects. 

WaterPartners pre-program baseline survey

In August 2004, a baseline survey was carried out by REST in five woredas (“districts”) of the region. The objective of the baseline survey was to gather basic household information to depict the current situation in the target villages prior to project implementation.  The survey included 476 households from the project implementation areas. 

Baseline survey results included (entire program area):

· Those surveyed reported walking, on average, 40 minutes one way to their primary water point and making two round-trips per day to collect water. 

· The majority of those surveyed reported using an unimproved source as their primary water source. 

· Nearly 98% of households surveyed reported they did not purify their drinking water. 

· 89% of those surveyed lacked access to a latrine. 

· 99.4% of respondents reported exclusively practicing open defecation, typically in open fields or rivers. 

WaterPartners survey results after project completion (Asgam only)
Preliminary results from 2006: 

· Decrease in time to collect water reduced from 5.5 hours round trip to 15 minutes round trip. Women carry 20 liters of water on back to make these trips 

· 100% of those surveyed reported using the improved water source as their primary water source. Households no longer need to treat drinking water, as the new improved source meets World Health Organization (WHO) standards for safe drinking water. 

· Water system well maintained. 

· High user satisfaction with the water system. 
· Sufficient water to meet basic needs (drinking, cooking, washing).  For example, people’s clothes were noticeably cleaner as they had more water to do laundry.

· Those surveyed reported a decrease in the practice of open defecation and increased use of latrines. 

· Overall decrease in diarrheal episodes.
